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Dol earnings from licerice fee, spectrum
charges may fall by 1,000 crore in Q4

mMumbai, April 6

The Department of Telecom’s
earnings from licence fee and
spectrum usage charges are
likely to be lower by about
1,000 crore, according to in-
dustryestimates.

While the operators had paid
¥3,165 crore in the third quarter
as ficence fee, this is estimated
to be at 2300 crore in the
fourth quarter. Spectrum usage
charge is expected to come
down from %1553 crore to

~ 1416 crore during the same

period.

In contrast, the Centre’s col-
lection from licence fee has
grown by 8 per cent between
2010-11and 2015-16.

Declining revenues

The decline in revenues
comes even as the sector is in
the middle of a fierce battle
between incumbent telecom
operators and Reliance Jio. The
tariff battle though has led to
more consumers using data
services. Overall data consump-
tion is estimated to have gone
from 837 million GB in Q3 to
2988 million GB. '

Troubled incumbent tele-
cpm operators have decided to
pay licence fee for the fourth
quarter deviating from the ex-
isting rules laid out by the De-
partment of Telecom. While the
rules stipulate that the operat-
ors cannot pay a lower amount
than what they had paid in the
previous ‘quarter, incumbent

operators have cited falling rev-
enues to deposit at least 31,000
crore lower for the fourth
quarter.

Fee on actual revenues
Confirming the development,a
senior industry representative
said the operators have paid the
licence fee on the basis of actual
revenues in the fourth quarter
instead of extrapolating it from
the previous quarter revenue.

“The old rule was written in
the context of the assumption
of ever growing revenues of the
sector. When that fundamental
assumption changes and real-
ity dictates otherwise, thenreal-
ity must prevail over assump-
tions,” said Rajan Mathews,

Director General, Cellular Op-
erators Association of India.

COAI said that if the telcos
continue to pay under existing
rules, it will lead to the in-
dustry overpaying. However, a
DoT official told BusinessLine
that operators cannot take a
decisiononits own.

“We have received the COAI
letter and are considering it.
But that does not mean that
the operators can go a
with the payments against li-
cence conditions,” the official
said.

DoT had earlier asked the
telecom regulator to look into
this trend of declining reven-
ues.
